I’m already involved in Keris maker industry since 35 years ago

It’s started with my grandfather and then my father as his heir also taught me all about Keris maker. So I can say it’s already in my blood and I’m truly proud about my first Keris. This excitement continues until now, my latest Keris “Dabur Sabuk Inten Pamor Udan” that frequently being used by businessman.
In the old days, Keris was only owned by royalty and nobleman, they used Keris as a weapon in the war or as the complement of offerings. Even until now, you can see Keris as the symbol of chivalry of Indonesia. I do admit that Keris seems unpopular for young people right now but still I expect much from the young generation as the heirs of our precious culture. I myself try to pass it down to my child and our neighborhood.
The process of Keris being made is started by pray to the God and make the offerings altogether. The offerings called by “obo rampe” being made from “tumpeng obyoh” that contains various traditional snacks. We alms the obo rampe as our prayer to God so we can make a great Keris without any kind of harms. After the whole process is finished, we can start to gather the ingredients for Keris. You should use the old iron as the main ingredients while the main body of Keris called Pamor, should be created by nickel, meteorite and also steel. Mostly, I need one month to complete one Keris. It depends on my client request too, is he needs the stronger Keris or not so it can be longer or even shorter.

Even though I don’t always tell the other people but I’m really proud for Keris. This is my Indonesia, what’s yours?
